Union Camp Corp.’s
Franklin, VA, mill, which
uses the Elsag Bailey INFI
90 OPEN™ control system
and Command Series™
stand-alone controllers,
faced such a challenge.
The mill found a solution
to the issue of accom-
plishing efficient, cost-
effective updating and
revision in the Reverse
CAD 2.1 software from
C.AR. Systems Ltd.

Typically, configuration
of the INFI 90 OPEN con-
trol modules and
Command Series con-
trollers is done by either
using a CAD-based system
or through a hand-held
configuration terminal.

Union Camp uses the
software extensively in its effort to maintain current
system documentation throughout the mill. Used as a
companion product to the Elsag Bailey software, the
mill has adopted Reverse CAD 2.1 as a standard tool for
control system maintenance. According to Jim Strozier,
a senjor process control engineer at Union Camp,
Reverse CAD 2.1 recently enabled the mill to update
the documentation of more than 150 INFI 90 OPEN
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system documentation.

The Reverse CAD 2.1 software is used to maintain current

and Command Series controllers in less than four
weeks. “In the past, this would have been an expensive
effort and would have taken several months to com-
plete,” he said. “With the Reverse CAD software, Union
camp was able to accomplish this work quickly, saving
a significant amount of
money in engineering
costs. We were able to get
on top of our system docu-
mentation.”

Using a module’s con-
figuration data file and an
operator station tag list,
the software “reverse gen-
erates” function block
drawings. By analyzing the
control strategy, it breaks
down the logic based on
the analog and digital con-
trol loops and places the
configuration information
into compatible CAD draw-
ings, one loop per page.
Users may open and view
files as needed.

The software also fea-
tures its own Windows-
S based graphical drawing
P N editor, CADVIEW, which
enables the user to edit
existing documentation.

In a continuing effort
to ensure current and accurate system documentation,
Union Camp has put effort into keeping its system con-
figuration drawings updated. By using Reverse CAD
2.1, they have accomplished this task in significantly
less time than previously and at less cost.
